Route update
Happy Thanksgiving from your PPRAC Mappers Dave and Eric!  What better way to explore some of the most beautiful areas of PA than by bike.  Dave and I are putting together a very scenic and safe route for your cycling pleasure.  Google Maps, Strava, and Ride with GPS have made this a bit easier now.  We can literally drive roads with Google maps before hand, find commonly used routes on Ride with GPS, and find a few good popular climbs with Strava.  Once we have assembled what we feel are good roads, then we go drive every mile of the route to make sure things work.  We typically drive it a second time to find out if any last minute changes, like road construction, has popped up right before the ride. We are also calculating the distances of each cue before the cue sheets are put together.  The ride will also be available for GPS units, about a week before we leave. PPRAC 2019 promises to be very scenic as we wind our way through the busyness of Pittsburgh and head towards the back bone of the Appalachians.  Our travels will then take us through the farmlands of South Central PA. and of course finish in our lovely host city, Palmerton, PA.    Continue your fundraising efforts, so we can knock out this horrible disease called cancer, you will be rewarded by one of the best weeks you have ever spent on your bike.
